Ever and ever again, Mr. Lugner had been arguing to be permitted to open his shopping mall on Sundays as well. However, in 2015, he decided to quit his fight for more liberalism in Austrian trade.





Now, two years later, he is back on the stage and re-starts his fight for at least one Sunday per month on which Lugner City may be opened.


As a matter of fact, the turnover of his shopping mall is shrinking. Figures for 2016 showed a decrease of 3 % compared to 2015. Mr. Lugner argues that the online business is to blame for that development as they can sell 24/7. Furthermore, he sees legal disparities (Ungerechtigkeiten), as the Rewe group and Spar sell part of their products at petrol stations and train stations on seven days a week.





However, Mr. Lugner’s hope to get a permission for opening Lugner City on one Sunday per month from 1 p.m. to 6 p.m. is a vague one. Statements from Vienna’s leading politicians clearly point out that there will be no “Lex Lugner” (Anmerkung: eigenes Gesetzt für die Lugner City).





As far as more liberal opening hours in Austria in general are concerned, a recent reform of salaries in trade might help. Three years of negotiations with trade unions have led to an agreement.
